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Project Background and Objectives

» Since our last meeting in February, the Region has worked with its architectural and engineering
consultants to further refine the single-phase concept plan to respond to technical comments from
the City of Markham and other commenting agencies (e.g., TRCA, CN Rail, Alectra, etc.) and
community feedback.

» The overall objective of the development remains the same: supporting approximately 150
affordable and market rental homes to provide much needed housing diversity

« Arevised Official Plan and Zoning By-law Amendment submission addressing technical
comments and community feedback has been prepared for the City’s review. A detailed site plan
resubmission will occur after further feedback is obtained.

» The project team is working with the City to schedule a second Statutory Public Planning Meeting,
hosted by City of Markham.

« The project was not selected for Rapid Housing Initiative funding. The Region is exploring other
funding opportunities to advance the project.
