4 Total Phosphorus is a measure of the total amount of phosphorus in the wastewater in its different forms - both particulate (small pieces like small grains in the water) and soluble
(phosphorus dissolved in the water). It is used as a measure of Plant performance.

5 This value changes from year to year, but phosphorus levels in the clear treated wastewater leaving the plant remain well within compliance of provincial regulations.

6 Total Suspended Solids (TSS) is the amount of material suspended in a wastewater sample. It is used as a measure of Plant performance.

7 BODS5 is a measure of the amount of oxygen needed by living organisms in the wastewater to break down organic material over a period of five days. The plant removes this organic

material from the water before it is discharged to the lake.
