SHORTENED DOSE INTERVALS

* The province recently announced that they are accelerating second
doses for all Ontarians

* The following is an anticipated schedule for second dose eligibility:

Week of May 31 — Individuals 80 years of age and older *currently eligible

Week of June 7— Individuals 70 years of age and older *currently eligible

Week of June 7—- Individuals who received their first dose on or before April 18; this includes
individuals with the highest-risk health conditions and special education workers *currently eligible
Week of July 19 — Individuals who received their first dose on or before May 9; this includes
individuals 50 years of age or older and individuals with the high-risk health conditions

Week of August 2 — Individuals who received their first dose on or before May 30; this includes
individuals who cannot work from home and individuals who have at-risk health conditions
Week of August 9 to 16 — Individuals aged 12 to 25

Week of August 9 — individuals who received their first dose from the week of May 31 onwardes,
respecting recommended intervals

HOW TO BOOK A SHORTENED DOSE APPOINTMENT

* Eligible residents now have the option to re-book an earlier second
dose appointment. New appointments can be booked online by
visiting york.ca/COVID19Vaccine or by phone at 1-877-464-9675,

* Previously booked second-dose appointments will be honoured
and will not be cancelled unless a new and earlier appointment is
confirmed




UPDATE ON COVID-19 VACCINE INTERCHANGEABILITY

* OnlJune 1, NACI released guidance on mixed vaccine schedules
 NACI recommends that:

* Persons who received a first dose of the Astra Zeneca/COVISHIELD
vaccine may receive either AstraZeneca/COVISHIELD vaccine or an
MRNA vaccine (Pfizer or Moderna) for their second dose, unless
contraindicated

* Persons who received a first dose of an mRNA vaccine (Pfizer or
Moderna) should be offered the same mRNA vaccine for their second
dose. If the same mRNA vaccine is not readily available or unknown,
another mRNA vaccine can be considered interchangeable and should
be offered to complete the vaccine series

e Effective June 4, the Ministry of Health updated guidance to align with
NACI recommendation on vaccine interchangeability

COVID-19 VACCINE AND CHILDREN

* Currently, Pfizer is the only vaccine authorized by the Government of
Canada for those age 12 and older. Individuals must be 12 years old as of
the date of their appointment

* At York Region clinics, individuals 13 years of age and under require a
parent or legal guardian to provide consent at the time of the vaccination

* |f a parent or legal guardian is unable to accompany their 12 and/or
13-year-old child to the appointment they can complete and sign
a consent form and send it with the child to the appointment

MYOCARDITIS AND PERICARDITIS FOLLOWING COVID-19
mRNA VACCINATION

* PHAC Communique to Health Practitioners

* Reports of myocarditis and pericarditis following vaccination with COVID-19 mRNA vaccines have
recently emerged

* There has been no clear association established between myocarditis/pericarditis and mRNA
vaccines, and information to date is based on passive surveillance

* PHAC and Health Canada are monitoring very closely

* Should consider myocarditis and pericarditis in evaluation of acute chest pain or pressure,
arrhythmias, shortness of breath of other clinically compatible symptoms after vaccination. You
may consider further workup in consultation with the appropriate specialists, including ruling out
other potential causes

* All cases of myocarditis and pericarditis are required to be reported as an adverse event following
immunization (AEFI) to York Region Public Health:

9675, ext. 73452

UPDATED NACI RECOMMENDATIONS (May 28) FOR IMMUNQOSUPPRESED,
AUTOIMMUNE CONDITION OR PREGNANT/BREASTFEEDING

* NACI recommendations for those who are immunosuppressed, have an autoimmune
condition, are pregnant or are breastfeeding are now the same as the recommendations for
the general adult population.

* NACI preferentially recommends that a complete two-dose vaccine series with an mRNA
COVID-19 vaccine (Pfizer or Moderna) should be offered to those who are
immunosuppressed, have an autoimmune condition, are pregnant or are breastfeeding

* Individuals who are immunosuppressed from disease or treatment should be informed that they may have a
reduced immune response to any authorized COVID-19 vaccine series

TIPS FOR HAVING VACCINE RELATED CONVERSATIONS

 Be empathetic and respectful

 Address concerns, correct misinformation
* Provide strong recommendation

e Tell stories

* Frame in terms of positive gains, focus on individual and community
benefits

 Be honest about side effects, highlight typical experience vs. rare
events

* Talk through a specific plan
* Refer to credible sources: e.g. york.ca/COVID19Vaccinelnfo
