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CLEANING AND DISINFECTING FOOT SPAS
All equipment used for soaking the feet during a pedicure must be cleaned and disinfected after each use.  Refer to the manufacturer’s specifications for the proper maintenance of your foot spa.  
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Foot spas re-circulate water through internal plumbing.  Micro-organisms (“germs”), hair, grease, oils, skin, nails, and debris can get into the plumbing during a foot soak.  If a foot spa is not properly cleaned and disinfected after each client it may become a breeding ground for germs that can cause infections   Foot spas must be cleaned and disinfected after each client but also require special attention at the end of each day and week as listed below.  
After each client:
1) Drain/dump the dirty water. 
2) Rinse the foot spa with clean water.

3) With soap and water, scrub the surfaces of the foot spa.  This cleans and removes skin, oils, grease etc.

4) Rinse and drain the foot spa with clean water.
5) Fill the foot spa with fresh water to the fill line so that the jets can be activated.  Add  an intermediate level disinfectant (dilutions as prescribed by the manufacturer) or bleach to the water.  If using bleach, add 50ml (1/4 cup) of bleach to every 5 litres (1gallon) of water.  
6) Activate the jets for approximately one minute.  This will allow the disinfecting solution to circulate inside the plumbing.
7) Turn off the jets and allow the solution to remain in the foot spa for an additional 10 minutes. 

8) Drain/dump disinfectant from the foot spa.
9) Rinse spa 

At the end of each day:

1) Disassemble the inlet so that the screen can be thoroughly cleaned using soap, water and a cleaning brush.  Disinfect the item separately for 10 minutes.

2) Clean and disinfect the rest of the foot spa as described above.  Do not rinse the spa after draining.  Allow the disinfectant solution to remain in the jets overnight.  The spa is to be thoroughly rinsed the next day before being used. Ensure jets are activated during this procedure to remove the excess disinfectant solution.
Pedicures must not to be performed on clients that have open sores or visible foot infections.
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
