Background: 
 

• The property is located on the top of the Oak Ridges Moraine and houses the headwaters of the West 
Holland River, which drains into Lake Simcoe 

• A 25-metre (80-foot) deep, seven hectare (16 acre) kettle lake called Halls Lake is located on the 
property.  

• The property is home to rare plants, grasses, fish, snakes and reptiles 
• The northern portion of the moraine property consists of mature forests while the southern portion 

contains second growth (replanted) forest
