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INFORMATION ON DISPOSABLE TOOLS AND IMPLEMENTS

Items which are considered disposable include, but are not limited to:

· Nail files (those that cannot withstand disinfection)

· Buffer blocks

· Toe spacers

· Pedicure slippers

· Facial sponges

· Cuticle pushers (those made of absorbent materials)

· Wooden tongue depressors

· Non-metallic dremel bits

Generally these items are absorbent and/or cannot be properly cleaned and disinfected once used on a client.  These items must not be re-used on other clients. Recommended alternatives include:

· Keep a supply of disposable items in a labeled bag/container for use on the same client.  The bag or container must be labeled with the clients personal information (e.g. full name and phone number).  Items should be stored on site. (Please note: facial sponges and tongue depressors are not allowed to be re-used) 

· Where feasible, replace disposable items with products that can withstand disinfection.  For example, metal or glass files can replace absorbent cushion boards; metal or hard plastic cuticle pushers can replace wooden ones.  

· Substitute with less expensive alternatives.  For example, use facial tissue or cotton instead of toe spacers; gauze instead of facial sponges; less expensive types of disposable items (nail files, buffer blocks, etc.)

Disposable items is not to be re-used on more than one client

Work stations should never be cluttered with “used” disposable items.  Clean your stations immediately after your client has left and before you commence services with another client.   
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
