Water Play Tables








Water play tables are fun for children but they can be a way that infections are spread from one child to another.  If you use water play tables in your centre, the following procedures are recommended:








Fill with fresh municipal water daily.





Ensure that staff and children wash their hands before and after using the water play table.





Children that have experienced diarrhea or vomiting and have not yet been sent home should not be allowed to use the water play table.





Do not use water play tables during an outbreak of communicable disease in your centre.





Empty or drain water play tables after each play session and then disinfect.  Leave empty until next use.





All toys used in the water play table should be cleaned and disinfected after each use, or more frequently if necessary.
