Recommended policy for ill staff in childcare





York Region Community and Health Services recommends that child care centres adopt the following policy.








Staff with signs of physical illness should be treated as infectious.





Signs of Physical Illness:





Diarrhea		


Vomiting


Fever


Seizure


Severe Coughing


Difficult or rapid breathing


Runny nose


Yellowish skin or eyes


Redness of eyelid lining


Unusual spots or rashes


Infected skin patches


Unusually dark, tea coloured urine


Grey or white stool


Headache and stiff neck 


Unusual behaviour


Loss of appetite


Severe itching


Pain Sore throat or trouble swallowing
