










Transit supportive roads
As communities grow, roadways become increasingly 
congested. To help keep people and goods moving 
throughout our communities, York Region has adopted 
a four-point approach:
•	 Reducing need to travel: Developing communities 

where people live closer to where they work
•	 Using alternative modes of travel: Carpooling, 

cycling and walking to destinations
•	 Focus on public transit: Conventional and 

Rapid Transit in key corridors of the Region
•	 Road construction: Maintaining, widening and 

building new roadways

York Region has made progress in all of these areas. 
Some successes include:
•	 A planning model that proposes intensification for 

communities along specific transit routes
•	 Building dedicated transit lanes
•	 Developing a strategy to create a system 

of cycling and walking paths
•	 Expanding key four-lane roadways to six-lanes to 

accommodate bike lanes, high occupancy vehicle 
(HOV) lanes and public transit

Master Plan Public Consultations
York Region is updating our Transportation Master 
Plan (TMP) and Water and Wastewater Master Plan 
to help accommodate the needs of residents now 
and over the next quarter century.
The infrastructure Master Plan Update studies 
have completed two rounds of public consultation, 
but we encourage your input into the process. 
The next round of consultations is scheduled for 
this fall in the Towns of Newmarket, Richmond Hill 
and Whitchurch-Stouffville. 
Watch for ads in your local newspapers this 
autumn for specific dates, times and locations.

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Greener roads ahead for Viva
York Region Transit (YRT)/Viva passengers 
contribute to a healthier environment by taking 
public transit. With the introduction of bio-diesel to 
the Viva fleet in 2007, transit passengers will enjoy 
an even greener way to travel.

York Regional Council has approved the 
introduction of a bio-diesel fuel blend for 90 Viva 
vehicles in 2008. Pilot project results show that 
harmful fuel emissions are significantly reduced 
using bio-diesel, with carbon monoxide lowered by 
an average of 22 per cent.

Future plans include growing the program to include 
all YRT buses.

What’s next for Viva?
A $106 million investment from the provincial 
government will take Viva into the next phase, 
moving vehicles out of mixed traffic and into 
dedicated rapidways across Highway 7 and up 
Yonge Street.

YRT/Viva has 
installed security cameras on buses and at terminals 
throughout the Region. 
Security cameras provide added peace of mind for 
riders and drivers and provide a strong deterrent 
to illegal activities, including vandalism on transit 
properties. They can also be used to monitor 
terminals.
YRT/Viva Fare Enforcement staff ride the transit system 
seven days a week to provide valuable customer 
service, fare inspection and passenger safety.
