the anticipated increase in travel demand from the Vaughan Healthcare Centre 

Precinct located immediately adjacent to Major Mackenzie Drive West. The 

intention of the improvements is to support existing and future travel demands and 

provide enhanced mobility options. These improvements will consider all modes of 

transportation, including automobiles, transit, HOV, cycling and walking.ò

Needs and Justification Statement for Improvements to 

Major Mackenzie Drive West
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Improving Major Mackenzie Drive is consistent with the 

following TMP objectives:

ÅTo accommodate expansion of the Designated Urban Area; 

ÅCapacity improvements needed to support goods movement 

and future travel demands;

ÅCorridor improvements needed to support walking and 

cycling (dedicated facilities); and

ÅCorridor improvements needed to support transit and HOV 

(in a six lane configuration).

The TMP includes the following rationale for identifying 

Major Mackenzie Drive as part of the 2017-2021 Road 

Network Improvement Plan:

Study Area

Major Mackenzie Drive West is identified for improvements in the 2017-2021 Road Network Plan between Highway 27 and Jane Street.

The TMP recommends improvements be accommodated by widening the roadway corridor to include six lanes.
